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The Oriental is irrational, depraved (fallen), childlike, “different”; thus the European is
rational, virtuous, mature, “normal.” But the way of enlivening the relationship was
everywhere to stress the fact that the Oriental lived in a different but thoroughly organized
world of his own, a world with its own national, cultural, and epistemological boundaries
and principles of internal coherence. Yet what gave the Oriental’s world its intelligibility and
identity was not the result of his own efforts but rather the whole complex series of
knowledgeable manipulations by which the Orient was identified by the West. Thus the two
features of cultural relationship I have been discussing come together. Knowledge of the
Orient, because generated out of strength, in a sense creates the Orient, the Oriental, and
his world.
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(A) Absolute universals are properties that are true of absolutely all languages. In other
words, we can say that all languages have X or that no languages have X. Some
absolute universals are obvious, once pointed out. All languages have words, all
languages have phrases, and all languages have sentences.

(B) Slightly different from absolute universals, universal tendencies claim that languages are
inclined to have a particular property. In other words, languages tend to have X. When
it comes to word order, the subject tends to come before the direct object in about
97% of well-documented world languages. Nonetheless, there are also languages with
the verb-object-subject order (VOS), such as Fijian and Malagasy, languages with an
OVS pattern (Hixaryana, Pari), as well as languages with an OSV pattern (Tobati and
Nadéb).




(C) The formation of questions varies from language to language. Some languages like
English and Vietnamese place question words at the beginning of the sentence. For
example, in the question, “Who did you see?”, who is the direct object even though it
appears before the subject, you. Other languages like Japanese, Korean, and Chinese
place the question word in the same position as the entity that is being questioned. In
these languages we find patterns like “You see who?”, where the question word is
placed in the same position as the direct object in the response, as in “I see Jon.”
While it is hard to state that one of the two patterns is more widely acceptable in
human languages, what’s rather clear is that no language has been found to always
place all question words at the end of the sentence.
