Previously, we learned about various environments in
which plants grow. Today, we’ll discuss how plants defend themselves from
threat. Even though plants cannot run away from danger, they know how to
keep themselves safe. First, many plants, like roses, have sharp thorns. When
animals get too close, these thorns cut them, warning them to stay away. Also,
plants can create substances that cause a bad taste. When insects attack, for
example, tomato plants release chemicals, making their leaves taste bad.
